e Protect students from any biased or discriminatory behavior.

1.4 Support Personal and Social Growth
e Develop self-discipline and peaceful conflict resolution skills.

e Provide counseling and psychological programs for students facing behavioral or emotional
difficulties.

e Monitor student development and assist gradual improvement of behavior.
1.5 Emphasize Compliance with Official Regulations

e Align the policy with ADEK instructions and child protection regulations.

e Apply disciplinary measures according to specified levels.

o Ensure transparency and fairness in all procedures.
1.6 Enhance School-Family Partnership

o Involve parents in monitoring positive and negative behaviors.

e Conduct awareness workshops to enhance family support for students.

e Maintain continuous communication with parents regarding any behavior changes.

Verbal Warning: For minor correctable behaviors.

Written Warning: For repeated violations after verbal warning.

Temporary Suspension: In-school or out-of-school for moderate or serious violations.
Final Expulsion: For severe cases or persistent violations despite prior measures.

8. Attendance and Discipline Policy

o Regular attendance is essential for academic success.
» Repeated absences significantly impact learning.

ADEK Attendance Framework:

o Kindergarten: >10% (18 days) conceming
e Grades 1-11: >5% (9 days) conceming

Acceptable Excuses: Illness, medical appointments, bereavement, official duties, approved events, family

emergencies, religious holidays.

Unauthorized Absences: Family travel, staying home without notification, non-urgent appointments.
