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1. Purpose
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This policy outlines the school’s commitment to ensuring appropriate staffing, student
support, and learning conditions across KG through Grade 2/Year 3, in alignment with
regulatory requirements and best practices in American international education.
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2. Scope
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This policy applies to all KG classrooms, teachers, and support staff from KGz through Grade 2.
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3. School Commitment to Classroom Staffing
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ANS is committed to ensuring that every KG class and teacher—up to the end of Grade 2/Year
3—is supported by a Teaching Assistant or Inclusion Assistant. The school maintains the
required minimum student-to-adult ratios of 12.5:1in KG and 15:1 in lower Cycle 1 classes, in
full compliance with ADEK requirements.
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4. Support for Inclusive Participation
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The school ensures that students who are unable to participate fully in an activity are given
meaningful alternative roles—such as team leader, referee, or scorekeeper—to promote
engagement, responsibility, and equitable participation.
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5. Language of Instruction Requirements
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All teachers delivering Arabic-medium subjects—Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and Social
Studies—must use Standard Arabic at all times.
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6. Instructional Time Compliance
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The school is committed to providing the full instructional time required for:

e Islamic Studies for non-native Arabic Muslim students
e UAE Moral, Social, and Cultural Studies for non-native Arabic students
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7. Monitoring and Accountability
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School leaders regularly monitor staffing, ratios, instructional practices, and the
implementation of student support to ensure full compliance.
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8. Communication with Families
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This policy is shared with families in both English and Arabic. Any updates are communicated
through the school website and official parent channels.
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9. Review of Policy
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This policy is reviewed annually to ensure continued compliance with ADEK guidelines and
alignment with the evolving educational needs of the school.
